SE3314B: Computer Networks Applications
Course Outline 2023-24

Description: Computer networks and data communication are the fastest-growing technologies in
our culture today. This is especially true when, every year, we witness new social networking
applications appear and quickly become very popular. People use the Internet more and more every
day. They use the Internet from the time they get up in the morning to the moment they lie down for
bed. Therefore, specialists are needed to develop and control Internet applications or network
applications connected to the Internet.

This course is designed to help students understand the concepts of computer networks in general
but, more particularly, Internet and network applications. Although the primary goal of the course is
to teach the concepts of Internet and network applications, it is designed to teach these concepts
through the following three dimensions:

- Technology: To provide students with a technical foundation in data communications and network
technology. Topics include: multimedia networking, mobile and wireless data
communications, client-server and p2p network applications, software-defined network,
quality of services, and network security protocols.

- Configuration: Students will gain hands-on experience in Cisco labs, using state-of-the-art
technologies such as NetLab and VMware server. Laboratory activities include creating,
installing, configuring, and maintaining Cisco-based network systems.

- Implementation: The course is designed to extend students’ knowledge and practice in design of
computer networks applications by focusing on network programming in the context of network
protocol implementation (e.g., TCP, UDP, ICMP, RTP, RTSP, and non-standard protocols).
Assignments require students to develop GUI and/or Web based client-server and peer-to-peer
applications.

This course examines and introduces advanced concepts in computer network and data
communications. Topics include mobile and wireless data communications, multimedia networking,
network management, distributed computing and clusters, and peer to peer network applications.

To obtain a passing grade in the course, a mark of 50% or more must be achieved on each of the
evaluation components with the midterm and final exams combined as one component. A mark
< 50% in any of the evaluation components will result in a final course grade of 48% or less.

Midterm Exam: A closed book online or on-campus exam. The time, the place, and the format will
be announced on OWL. No make-up exam will be offered.

Final Examination: The final examination will take place during the regular examination period.

Late Submission Policy: Late submissions for assignment and laboratory work will be allowed
for up-to 2 days after the due date with a 25% late penalty per day.

Special Accommodation: Special accommodations would only be considered upon
recommendation from the accommodations center.

Use of English: In accordance with Senate and Faculty Policy, students may be penalized up to
10% of the marks on all assignments, tests, and examinations for improper use of English.
Additionally, poorly written work with the exception of the final examination may be returned
without grading. If resubmission of the work is permitted, it may be graded with marks deducted
for poor English and/or late submission.



Attendance: Any student who, in the opinion of the instructor, is absent too frequently from class,
laboratory, or tutorial periods will be reported to the Dean (after due warning has been given). On
the recommendation of the department, and with the permission of the Dean, the student will be
debarred from taking the regular final examination in the course.

A. GENERAL REGULATIONS & PROCEDURES

1. All first-year students will report to the Undergraduate Services Office by submitting the Academic

2. Ifyou are an upper year student and you are missing a test/assignment/lab or examination you will report the
absence by submitting Academic Consideration Request Form. Absences worth LESS THAN 10% of your
mark, will be processed by your department office. If your course work is worth 10% OR MORE of your
final grade, your request will be processed by the Undergraduate Services Office.

3. Check the course outline to see if the instructor has a policy for missed tests, examinations, late assignments
or attendance.

4. Documentation must be provided as soon as possible. If no one is available in your department office or the
Undergraduate Services Office, leave a message clearly stating your name & student number and reason for
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your call. The department telephone numbers are given at the end of these instructions.

5. Ifyoudecide to write a test or an examination you should be prepared to accept the mark you earn. Rewriting
tests or examinations or having the value of a test or examination reweighted on a retroactive basis is not
permitted.

B. TERM/MIDTERM TESTS

1. Ifyou are in first year and you are unable to write a midterm/term test, contact the Undergraduate Services

2. If you are an upper year student and you are unable to write a midterm/term test, inform your instructor
PRIOR to the scheduled date of the test and request relief through the Academic Consideration Request Form.
If the instructor is not available, leave a message for him/her at the department office. If the test is worth
LESS THAN 10% of your mark, your request for relief will be processed by your department office. If the
test is worth MORE THAN 10% of your final grade your request for relief will be processed by the
Undergraduate Services Office.

3. Be prepared to attach supporting documentation to the Department Chair and/or the Undergraduate Services
Office through the online form (see next page for information on documentation).

4. Discuss with the instructor if and when the test can be rescheduled. The approval of the Chair or the
Undergraduate Services Office is required when rescheduling midterm/term tests.

FINAL EXAMINATIONS

1. If you are unable to write a final examination, contact the Undergraduate Services Office PRIOR TO THE
SCHEDULED EXAMINATION TIME to report your absence using the Academic Consideration Request
Form and request permission to write a Special Final Examination. If no one is available in the
Undergraduate Services Office, leave a message clearly stating your name & student number.

2. Be prepared to provide the Undergraduate Services Office with supporting documentation (see next page for
information on documentation) the next day, or as soon as possible (in cases where students are hospitalized).
The following circumstances are not considered grounds for missing a final examination or requesting special
examinations: common cold, headache, sleeping in, misreading timetable and travel arrangements.

3. In order to receive permission to write a Special Examination, you must obtain the approval of the Chair of
the Department and the Associate Dean and in order to apply you must submit an "Application for a Special
Exam” form. The Undergraduate Services Office will then notify the course instructor(s) and reschedule the
examination on your behalf.

PLEASE NOTE: 1t is the student's responsibility to check the date, time and location

LATE ASSIGNMENTS

SHORT ABSENCES

DOCUMENTATION

personal problem, you must provide the doctor with a Student Medical Certificate to
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complete at the time of your visit and then bring it to the Department (or the Undergraduate
Services Office). This note must contain the following information: severity of illness,
effect on academic studies and duration of absence. Regular doctor’s notes will not be
accepted; only the Student Medical Certificate will be accepted.

In _Case of Serious Illness of a Family Member: Provide a Student Medical Certificate to
your family member's physician to complete and bring it to the Department (or the
Undergraduate Services Office if you are in first year).

In Case of a Death: Obtain a copy of the death certificate or the notice provided by the funeral
director's office. You must include your relationship to the deceased and bring it to the
Department (or the Undergraduate Services Office if you are in first year).

For Other Extenuating Circumstances: If you are not sure what documentation to provide,
ask the Departmental Office (or the Undergraduate Services Office if you are in first year) for
direction.

Note: Forged notes and certificates will be dealt with severely. To submit a forged
document is a scholastic offence (see below).

H. ACADEMIC CONCERNS

1. You need to know if your instructors have a policy on late penalties, missed tests, etc. This
information may be included on the course outlines. If not, ask your instructor(s).
